WINEMAKER’S COMMENTS:  The grapes are grown in volcanic soils with strong gravel outcroppings, 20% serpentine soil and shale deposits at 1400 feet.  Picked at optimum ripeness and manually harvested, the grapes are destemmed and gently crushed into stainless fermentation tanks.  The must is inoculated with Pasteur Red yeast and fermentation is completed in 12 days.  Pumped over twice daily, the wine was held on the skins for an additional 10 days to extract color.  The must is the gently pressed in a bladder press and racked off to barrel.  Quarterly racking allows the wine to naturally clarify.  Final ageing is in 50% new oak barrels, 55% French, 40% Hungarian, and 5% American for 20 months.

The resulting wine is dark and slightly brooding with aromas of dark chocolate, cassis, and rose hips.  Full and juicy in the mouth, the flavor of currants, black plum and tea are supported by ripe tannins and toasty oak in a long, lingering finish.
